Painting schemes of P-40s. which operated in the V'S RKKA were depend from country - initial operator of aircrafis: 1. P-40s. which donated to the USSR from RAF, or were produced for RAF, butl donated to tha USSR
- were painted by RAF colours schemes. 2. P-40s, which were produced in USA by USSR order were painted in different US color schemes.

Firsrt P-40s in USSR service, which were delivered to Arkhangelsk in the end of August 1941, were Temahawk Mk lla, inilial operated at RAF. This asrcrafts has standard RAF green-brown camouflage scheme, which ma-
de by DuPont enamel, on upper surfaces - Dark Green and Dark Earth, on bottom surfaces - Sky, which in DuPont case had a liitle mone greenish shade, than standard UK shade. Used two typical schemes of camouflage pat-
tern positions - actually its were one scheme, bul in mirror position of spots. Several of ex RAF P-40s had painted in Black bottom surface of port side - this were attempt distortion of prupuﬂlnns of the RAF fighters with the
purpose to complicate targeting during air fights. After delivery to the USSR RAF insignias at P-40s were painted over by USSR-type enamels, as usual on upper and Iateral surfaces used Green AMT-4, A-24m or Allz ename-
ks, on battom surfaces - Light Blue AMT-7, A-28m or Allr enamels, RAF aircralt number and Sky sirip field (with width 187) over fuselage nol painted over, RAF aircrall register numbser fram two letters and three digits were pla-
cod bafore stabilizers has high 5 or 8 on P-40s from differant bathches,

Next delivery baiches of P-40s in USSR were mixed - P-408 (British codename Tomahawk Mk lla) and P-40C (British codename Tomahawk Mk lib) were delivered from RAF and had similar painting as earlier delivered
P-40s, RAF insignias and register number, In same time were delivered P-40s, which ware produced In US for Yugoslavian AF, but delivered not In Yugosiavia (country were annexed by German forces), but in USSR, This air-
cratts had typical RAF painted scherme, but had'nt insignia, register number and fast kentfication sign as Sky strp field over luselage.

Small quantity of early batches P-40B, P-40C and P-40Gs (this were code for early bathes P-40 {without any letters) after overhaul and upgrade up to P-40B\C level) were delivered 1o USSR from US during Octobar 1841,
were painted by USAF standard - upper and |ateral surfaces were painted in Fiat Olive Drab 41, bottom surfaces Flat Neutral Grey 43.

Starting end of 1941 in USSR were started delivery of P-40E and P-40E-1 (British codename Tomahawk Mk 1a). Main part of this acrafls were delivered form US directly, but in first time its no depend to painling scheme
= all sxport wersion of P-40s still painted in RAF type painting schame. But bocause of production P-40s for expon ware increased and US daclare war to Germany - DuPont enamels wire the deficiancy, so for paint of P-<40s
star used similar enamels from US typical colours - Flat Dark Green 30, Flat Rust Brown 34 and Flat Light Blue 27. Laler used other typical US anamels analogs, even less similar to initial colors: Flat Ofive Drab 41 instiead
Flat Dark Green, Flat Neutral Grey 43 instead Flat Sky. Also on some aircrafls used Flat Medium Green 42 and Flat Sand 26 for upper surfaces and Flal Light Blue 27 for bottom surfaces.

Starting early 1942 in USSR were delivered P-40E and later P-40Ks from eardy bathes, which were painted by USAF standards - Fiat Olive Drab 41 on upper and lateral surfaces and Flal Neulral Grey 43 on botlom surfa-
ces, Howevar main part of P-40E » P-40K (submodifications K-1 w K-5) were daliverd in RAF style camouflage painting. During painting P-40s and Curtiss producer factory used masks from sheat rubber. so position of spots
were same for all aircrafis and border between colours were clear.

Starting end of 1942 on some of exporis P-40s on Curliss production faclory were placed British desert-type camouflage scheme - Flal Middle Stone instead of Fiat Dark Green on upper surlaces and Flal Azure Blue
instiead Flal Sky on beltom surfaces, Probably some of P-40s, which were delivered in USSR by south rout of Lend-lease {via iran) had this camouflage, bul on greyscale photos of VWS RKKA P-40s there not seen what
exactly shades, used, so we can't say its cartain.

MNext P-40s modification, which were delivered in USSR - P-40K-10 and K-15 and new modification from November 1942 - P-40M, all its were painted only by USAF schemes - Flat Olive Drab 41 on upper and |ateral sur-
faces and Flat Neutral Grey 43 on bollom surfaces.

And the last colour schemes of P-40s, which were delivered in the USSR by Lend-lease - in March 1843 start produce P-40N, this airctralt were painted in typscal USAF scheme - Flat Ofive Drab 41 on upper and lateral
surfaces and Flat Neutral Grey 43 on bottom surfaces, but on all edges of wings, stabilizers and fin were placed spots of Flat Medium Green 42. Later batches of P-40Ms were overal MMF painting with Flat Olive Drab 41
antiglare mask before canopy, bul as we know P-30Ns in this type of painting never used in the V'S RKKA.

On lend-lease P-40s, which used the USSR there were so many different types of VS RKKA insignias. On first P-40s, which were deliverad form UK there were RAF insignias were painted over and placed V'S RK-
KA insignias and type and position of its can ba different - by 1927 scheme (6 stars - on fuselage sides and on upper and lateral surfaces of wings, by 20.06.1841 type (4 stars - on bottom surfaces of wings and on fin si-
des)and by 17.07.1841 (6 stars - on bottom surfaces of wings, on luselage sides and on fin sides). Sometime on alrcralt VS RKKA insignias wete placed only on bottom surfaces of wings and on fuselage sides,

P-40E, P-40K-1 and K-5 in exporl painting schemes were delivered in USSR in camoullage painting scheme, bul withoul insignia, Inside this aircrafl were included four red stars ad water slide decal - two of bigger
size and of smaller size. This decal ware placed on aircraft in technical division of V'S RKKA regiments, so position of red stars were different. Sometimes over this red stars paitned by handbrush thin black outiine - this
type of pulline offen used in WWS REKKA unill autumn 1943, Very rare over red stars placed thin white outline - for more visibllity of insignia.

P-40K-10, P-40K-15 and P-40M probably delivered in the USSR without insignia - there no any patches of painting over USAF insignia on phatos, but quantity, size and position of YVS RKKA insignia wese different on
different aircrafts. Later type P-40Ns were deliverad in USSR with USAF insignia type 1843 - this additional horizontal white stripe ender insignia, its painted over by USSR type enamal - green on upper and kateral surfaces
and light blue on bottom surfaces. On later modification from P-40K-10 to P-40M most often used 1943 type VW5 RKKA insignias - red star with white and red outline, but position of red stars wera by pre-war scheme -
on fuselage boards and on upper and batlom surfaces of wings, semetimes also added red stars on both side of fin.

On the fing of P-40K, M and Ns, which were painted by USAF schamae always were placed 6 digits serial number, s made by Flal Yellow enamel, high of digins were 97, This number were used staring August 1941,
bt on aircrafts its placed starting 1942, so part of P-40Es. which were produced in US for USSR in USAF painting hadn'l yel this number. In case if first two digits of number were same - number were reduce to § digils.
In USSR very often this number were placed over.

During winter 184111842 in USSR on P-40s aircrafts in VWS REKA roegi can be placed ¥ winder ge painting, its wene made by easy removed MK-T enamel (mix of chalk and casein glue). There no
standards for this winter painting - white colour can be placed atop only Dark Brown spots of RAF type oamuuﬂaga or on all upper and lateral surfaces.

On VVS RKKA P-40s can be used fast recognition signs - bright painied spinners, practically or fully bright painted fin and nudders, Sometimes on aircraft placed sharkmouth or individual badge, bat its were not often,
Some of P-40s, which were on overhaul al VS RKKA divisions can be rapainted by USSR type enamel in full scale

Internal surfaces of cockpit, wings, wheels masts and fuselage on early P-40s were painted in Yellow-Groen - mix of Zink Chromat primer with aluminium powder and Black anamel. Starting P-40Es o P-40Ns all internal
surfaces were paintad in Curtiss Interior Green. On P-40Ms and P-40Ms for all intemal surfaces used Interior Green,

Propeller blades on early P-408s (Tomahawk lla) were polished alumsnum.

Propaller blades on all other P-40s, instrumental panale in cockpil and casing atop its, sighl were painted in Matl Black. Propelier blades tips - Bright Yellow. Lealher parts of piol seal - brown loather. Part of internal surfa-
cas on sides of fuselage under clear parts of rear part of canopy were painted in upper surfaces of aircraft colous.

Part of wheels gear over chassis, wheels disks and wheels gear shutter were painted in same colour as bottom swifaces of aircraft.

Chagis on all P-40s modifications and wheels disks withaul cap on a wheel disk (for P-40Ns) - Alurminum enamel, Main and tail wheels gear sides surfaces were covered by tarpaulin case with leather elements,
